Dear All, 
 
     I have made extra copies of the February Ministers’ Schedule. if you would like one you 
will find them pinned in the white board cabinet. I will place schedules there each month. As I 
have to have schedules done two weeks before the next month, if you know when you will be 
unavailable to serve, please let me know as soon as you are able. You will notice that I have 
NOT scheduled the morning or evening Masses for Ash Wednesday, if you are able to serve 
at one of these Masses let me know and I will schedule you. 
     If you have requested church contribution envelopes you will find them on a table in the 
Gathering Space. If you use envelopes you will receive a statement from the office for tax 
purposes. I had a parishioner ask, “When does the Church say you must give to the collec-
tion?” The Church doesn’t focus on money, but scripture suggests that we should use our 
treasure to spread the Good News. We have a responsibility to support our community and 
worship. 
     Another question was, could Saint Ann Parish go on without the diocese? I think this 
question came up because of the 20 churches that will be deemed “limited use” parishes. 
The answer is no, a parish cannot exist without a diocese. Each parish is overseen by a bish-
op appointed by the Holy Father. Every parish is responsible for the financial support of their 
parish and the diocese to whom the parish belongs. 

They are preparing for full reception into 
the Church. Pray for their parents, too, Josh and MaryLynn and Steve and Mandy.
